Indepth Diving Privacy and Cookie Policy 2018
To comply with the Data Protection Act, we have a duty to tell you how we store the information we receive on emails and how it is used. 
This privacy policy explains how Indepth will use any personal information received. The information you provide on an email to us when making an inquiry about our diving services may include your name, address, phone number and short personal description of your requirements in relation to diving. 
How will we use this information?
We will use your email address to reply to your inquiry. This will not be stored in our database unless you sign up for a PADI dive course. When conducting a dive course with Indepth, your name, address, date of birth, telephone number and email address will need to be provided on the PADI Student Record File.
Where will we store your information?
Your name, phone number and email address will be added to our database to contact you throughout your dive course and to keep you updated with news and trips with Indepth Diving. The paper Student Record File is kept in a locked storeroom between teaching sessions. 
How long will we keep this information?
During your dive course, your name, phone number and email address will be on our email database. On completion of the dive course, you may opt out and we will delete your details on the database but the paper Student Record File is kept for 7 years according to PADI Teaching Standards. These files are kept in a locked storeroom and only the 2 Directors of Indepth have access to this store. No personal information will ever be passed on (except to PADI if requested) or shared/sold to any third party.
Access to your information and correction
We want to make sure that your personal information is accurate and up to date. You may ask us to correct, update or remove information you think is inaccurate by emailing on info@indepth.net.
Children and Privacy
Although we have details of courses for children on our website, it does not target, and is not intended to attract, children 15 years of age or under. Indepth does not knowingly solicit personal information from children 15 years of age or under or send them requests for personal information if they have contacted us by email from the website. Any child under the age of 18 who is doing a course with Indepth, is required to have a parent present and all Liability Forms need to be signed by a parent or guardian.
FYI, all our instructors are DBS checked and insured to teach in the UK.
Cookies
